PACKGOATS ARE
ECOLOGICALLY FRIENDLY

Their hooves are similar to deer.
There is very little impact on the
soil and vegetation

Their droppings resemble native
species such as deer and rabbits

Their rumen destroys most weed
seeds so they are less of a risk for
spreading noxious weeds than other
pack species

They do not overgraze but prefer to
browse here and there, taking only
a little of each plant

They require less water so they
have less of an impact than larger
animals

Goat manure is virtually odorless
